ISDS 435 - Integrated Enterprise Information Systems

Global Business Requirement (3 units)
Complete one  three-unit course in the area of Global Business. The course must be selected from the list of approved Global Business courses and may 

not be a course in your concentration. Underlined courses in economics may double count to fulfill GE Area D.3 requirement.
