Approved Practicum Requirement (3 units) 

The practicum may not double count with concentration courses or concentration electives and must be completed with “C” (2.0) or better. 

A grade of “C-” (1.7) or lower is not a passing grade. There are three Practicum pathway options to choose from. Select one to fulfill the 

Practicum requirement: 
 

1) Experiential Learning course - view the Practicum Pathways website for an approved list. 

2) Academic Internship - view the ECON 495 information card. 

3) BUAD 300 Professional and Career Development - Note: BUAD 300 is only open to students with projected Sophomore or Junior 

standing. Transfer students choosing this option should take BUAD 300 in their first semester.
