Dr. Sean R. Hogan, Assistant Professor (Department of Human Services) 
Currently, Dr. Hogan teaches courses in substance abuse and research methods. Prior to coming to Cal State Fullerton, he taught courses in the Schools of Social Welfare at UC Berkeley and San Jose State University.  These courses included Introduction to Social Work; Social Welfare Policy and Services; Social Policy Analysis; Research Methods and Design; Research Methods, Data Analysis and Evaluation; and Social Work as a Profession. Dr. Hogan’s research areas include substance abuse, welfare reform, and the effects of eliminating welfare benefits to low-income substance abusers.  He has presented nationally at the annual conferences of the Society for Social Work and Research and the Council on Social Work Education. He has reviewed books for the Journal of Sociology and Social Welfare and is currently publishing in the areas of social welfare policy and substance abuse.
Dr. Jie Weiss, Assistant Professor (Department of Health Services)

Dr. Weiss is a faculty member in MPH, the Department of Health Science, CSUF. She received a Ph.D. in Clinical Health Psychology from California School of Professional Psychology, Los Angeles, and completed an NIH post-doctoral fellowship in Behavioral Medicine at the School of Medicine, University of Southern California. She was Principal Investigator of the California Tobacco Related Disease Research Program grant examining psychosocial risk factors for adolescent smoking initiation and other drug use. She is currently Principal Investigator on a NIH funded research project investigating adolescents' decision making in tobacco and alcohol use. She is also Co-Principal Investigator on a CDC funded research project via the Center for Prevention of Childhood Obesity. Her publications have been in the area of adolescent smoking and drug use, weight concern and eating disturbance, and health disparity among culturally diverse populations. Dr. Weiss is currently teaching Consumer Health and Determinants of Health Behavior classes. 

Dr. Janna Kim, Assistant Professor (Department of Child and Adolescent Studies)

Janna Kim is an assistant professor in Child and Adolescent Studies. She received her PhD in developmental psychology from the University of Michigan in 2005 and then completed a postdoctoral research fellowship at the Center for Research on Gender and Sexuality (CRGS) at San Francisco State University. Dr. Kim’s research examines how families, peers, and the mass media shape young people’s developing notions of sexual roles and relationships, and how these processes are embedded within a larger system of cultural values and beliefs. She’s worked on two NICHD-funded studies examining the impact of television viewing on adolescents’ sexual behavior. Her dissertation focused on the sexual socialization of Asian American youth. At Cal State Fullerton, Dr. Kim teaches/will teach courses on adolescent development, gender development, and the mass media.

Dr. Bill Marelich, Associate Professor (Department of Psychology)

William D. Marelich, Ph.D., is an Associate Professor of Psychology at California State University, Fullerton. Dr. Marelich received his Ph.D. in Social Psychology from Claremont Graduate University, and completed a two-year NIMH Postdoctoral Scholar appointment in the Dept. of Sociology at UCLA. In addition to his current position at CSU Fullerton, he remains a consulting senior statistician with Health Risk Reduction Projects (part of ISAP at UCLA), and has been a visiting professor at both UCLA and Claremont Graduate University. His research interests include decision-making strategies in health and organizational settings, patient/provider interactions, interpersonal relationships, and statistical/methodological approaches in experimental and applied research. His work has been published in journals such as AIDS Care, Journal of Personality and Social Psychology, Journal of Applied Social Psychology, and the Journal of Studies on Alcohol.
