Registration deadlines:

e The deadline to register for the first session is January 21, 2011.

e Ifyou have registered for the first session, then the deadline to register for the second session is March 18,
2011.

e Ifyou are not taking a class in the first session (because the class was waived, or you have an approved
term off or leave of absence), then you must register for the second session by February 11, 2011. If you
fail to register by this deadline, the system will classify you as a No Show and disenroll you from the
program.

Registration for Financial Aid students:
Financial aid students can now register online. On the registration website, select “Financial Aid” as the method of
payment. The Financial Aid office will send disbursements directly to you. It will be your responsibility to pay UEE
for both classes by February 4, 2011.

Parking
